March flew by with many important and 
exciting events, foremost being the  
Superintendentôs Community Budget 
Meeting  held on March 11. Thanks so 
much to the Alimacani parents and staff 
who showed up to support our school.  

Superintendent Pratt-Dannals shared details 
about Floridaôs public school budget and 
education fund distribution, and illustrated 
the dire consequences if this money is cut. 
Not only could we lose our resources like 
PE, Art, and Music, but teachers and even 
vice principals could be let go. This is a real 
problem we just cannot ignore!  

Thatôs why we need your help. The superin-
tendent outlined specific ideas to help  
mitigate the impact of budget shortfalls, and 
heôs asking parents to contact their  
legislators to make these priorities known. 
Here are a few ideas weôre proposing: 

Find new revenue , possibly by imposing a 
limited time one-cent, sales tax solely to 
close the K-12 funding shortfall.  

Give flexibility to school districts to 
spend "categorical" funds as they need. 

Let school districts use capital funds to 
help narrow the gap.
